6) AB20-021A - Ordinance Granting City of Tacoma a Non-Exclusive Franchise to
Construct, Maintain Operate, Replace and Repair a Water System within Public Rights-
of-Way of the City

Public Works Director Boettcher addressed this item with Council.

Councilmember Oglesbee moved to adopt Ordinance No. 20-1139, granting to the City of
Tacoma, a non-exclusive water system franchise to construct, maintain, operate, replace,
and repair a water system within the public rights-of-way; providing for severability; and
establishing an effective date; second Councilmember Deady. Motion passed with all
voting in favor (7-0).

NEW BUSINESS:

7) AB20-023 — Resolution Awarding a Construction Contract to Pavement Maintenance of
Washington for the 2020 Citywide Asphalt Overlays project

Public Works Director Boettcher reported on this agenda item.

There was back and forth discussion between Councilmembers and Public Works Director
Boettcher.

Councilmember Wisnoski moved to adopt Resolution No. 20-1350 authorizing the Mayor
to execute a $119,585 contract with Pavement Maintenance of Washington LLC for the
2020 Citywide Asphalt Overlays project and authorizing a $10,000 contingency fund for the
construction of this project; second Councilmember Deady. Motion passed with all voting
in favor (7-0).

8) AB20-024 — Resolution Awarding a Construction Contract to Doolittle Construction LLC
for the 2020 Lawson Street Chip Seal Project

Public Works Director Boettcher discussed this item with Council.

Councilmember Wisnoski moved to adopt Resolution No. 20-1351 authorizing the Mayor
to execute a $107,840 contract with Doolittle Construction LLC for the 2020 Lawson Street
Chip Seal project and authorizing a $10,000 contingency fund for the construction of this
project; second Councilmember Oglesbee. Motion passed with all voting in favor (7-0).
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9) AB20-025 — Resolution Authorizing Agreement with King County to Provide Water
Quality Monitoring, Lab Services, and Volunteer Training for Lake Sawyer

Public Works Director Boettcher addressed this item with Council.

Councilmember Stout moved to adopt Resolution No. 20-1352 authorizing the Mayor to
execute an Agreement with King County to provide water quality monitoring, lab services,
and volunteer training for sample collection on Lake Sawyer; second Councilmember
Deady. Motion passed with all voting in favor (7-0).

10) AB20-026 — Emergency Ordinance Adding a New Section to Chapter 8.16 of the
Municipal Code Relating to Construction Activity During the COVID-19 Pandemic

City Attorney Linehan and Community Development Director Kincaid reported on this item.
Councilmember Oglesbee moved to adopt Emergency Ordinance No. 20-1140, adding a
new subsection to Chapter 8.16 of the Municipal Code relating to construction activity
during the COVID-19 Pandemic; providing for severability; and establishing an effective
date; second Councilmember Deady. Motion passed with all voting in favor (7-0).

11) AB20-027 — Resolution Accepting Department of Commerce Action Plan Grant
Community Development Director Kincaid addressed this agenda item with Council.
Councilmember Deady moved to adopt Resolution No. 20-1353, authorizing the Mayor to
execute an Interagency Agreement with the Washington State Department of Commerce
Growth Management Services for a $50,000 grant to develop a Housing Action Plan;
second Councilmember de Leon. Motion passed with all voting in favor (7-0).

12) AB20-028 — Resolution Accepting King County Youth in Sports Grant

Community Development Director Kincaid discussed this item.

Councilmember Deady moved to adopt Resolution No. 20-1354, authorizing the Mayor to
execute a grant agreement with King County Parks to accept a $5,000 grant to purchase

new gym equipment; second Councilmember Nelson. Motion passed with all voting in
favor (7-0).

13) AB20-029 — Resolution Accepting Port of Seattle Economic Development Grant
Community Development Director Kincaid discussed this item.
Councilmember Deady moved to adopt Resolution 20-1355, authorizing the Mayor to
